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I cannot omit to mention that we have received our prizes for the races during the summer. 

We have won a hiking prize called "Jerman kapp" for the first time, then we have received 
two cups as big as the Elba cup, we get to keep them forever. Two trophies were bronze and 
two plaques in gold for the most prized during the summer. 

We had three sailings in which we changed boats and they wrote about it in the sailing 
magazine and it was translated into Swedish, sounds like this 

” The Viking crew of the Naiad climbed aboard the Ancona in the last boat-swapping contest 
and it appeared that they had no difficulty going right through the fleet of sails to an easy 
victory, winning by 
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this sailing they were on the same score as Udell and on the morning of October 26 the 
distinction competition was sealed. 

Udell sailed Allert and our Swedish friends Ancona. It was a battle all the way around and 
right at the finish line Ancona cut past Allerts and won by 5 seconds. 

It was certainly an exciting competition and demonstrated what he can do with boats rigged 
equally and well maintained.
