It was just my boat mate Docktor and I, but we had a lovely time swimming, fishing and
taking long forest walks, it's the father of all civilization, here they have both bears and
wolves. We saw deer and beaver almost every morning.

We cooked all the food ourselves. Doct he has lived a lot of outdoor life, so he can cook good
food and | had to learn to bake pancakes and put in beetroot. Then we were rushed to wash
and dry.

When | consider that Doll Tower has the rank of colonel in the US Army and | stepped on him
when he didn't take off his hat indoors, it's strange. But here there is not such a difference in
rank as at home in Sweden.

We got to know him last spring, he bought a sailboat for 3000 dollars and since then we have
been sailing with him all summer.

He gave the boat to Jonson and me, but | did not want to accept his generous gift. He said,
he doesn't care about himself, as long as he sees us boys happy, then he was satisfied.
